Acceptable Items for Pick-Up

1. Furniture, large appliances, anything made out
of metal, old equipment, etc.

2. Electronics

Unacceptable Items for Pick-Up

1. Hazardous materials (antifreeze, pool
chemicals, oil, batteries, paint)

2. Appliances using CFC’s or refrigerants (air
conditioners, refrigerators, freezers, heat
pumps, water coolers and dehumidifiers)

3. Glass such as windows, shower doors, patio
doors, mirrors, etc.

4. Demolition debris, asphalt, bricks, dirt broken
concrete, concrete blocks, rocks or roofing
material.

5. Tires, automobile parts, boards, lumber, tree
limbs, branches, stumps, trunks, grass and yard
trimmings
